In 2008/09 there were 7,828 (people) victims of crime committed in South Tyneside. 92% of these victims also
lived within South Tyneside.

Of victims were the crime was committed in South Tyneside in 2008/09:

e One quarter were subjected to crimes of a violent nature.

e 43% were aged 30-39 years old.

e 51% were male, despite accounting for only 49% of the total residential population of South Tyneside.
e 5.4% were from a BME group, compared to 5.6% of the total population.

e 48% were employed.

Of the 7,811 victims who had a home address within South Tyneside in 2008/09:
e Almost a quarter (24%) were subjected to crimes of a violent nature.

e 42% were aged 30-39 years old.

e 51% were male.

e 5% were from a BME group.

e 49% of crime victims were employed.

During 2008/09 1,922 violent crimes were committed in South Tyneside.
e 79% were committed by a stranger.
e 88% of males victims compared to 70% of females were committed by a stranger.

e 26% of female violent crime victims were subjected to domestic violence.

During 2008/09 in South Tyneside there were on average:
e 160 victims of violent crimes per month. April to June quarter saw the most victims of this crime type.
e 275 victims of violent crime per day of the week. Saturdays and Sundays saw the highest numbers.

e There was a steady increase in the number of victims of violent crime from early morning (6-7am) to a peak
between midnight and 1am the following morning.

During 2008/09:

e There were 9,143 items of stolen property recorded by Northumbria Police. The total value of property
stolen (including that recovered) was £3,051,511.

e 1,229 (13%) stolen items were recovered. The total value of property recovered was £811,297.

In 2008/09 there were 3,024 business victims of crimes committed in South Tyneside. Over one third (35%) of
these crimes were committed against Northumbria police. A third of crimes against business victims were Theft
Other offences. This category includes ‘Theft from Shops and Stalls’ which accounted for almost three quarters
(717) of Theft other business victims. During the same year, there were 1,711 business victims of crime in
South Tyneside, where the business ‘home’ address was given as being in South Tyneside.
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This report aims to give an overview of the demographic profile of victims, identifying particular groups of
people who experience disproportionate levels of crime. Where the crime was committed and the home address
of the victim is analysed. The type of property stolen is also profiled, along with a brief profile on businesses
that have been victims of crime. Temporal analysis has also been undertaken, as crime trends can be influenced
by a range of factors that fluctuate according to time of the week or time of the year.

Data are provided for one year only, 2008/09, therefore care should be taken when drawing conclusions.

Data within section 1 refers to the characteristics of victims where the crime against them occurred within South
Tyneside, independently of their home address.
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In 2008/09 there were 7,828 victims of crime in South Tyneside.

Almost one quarter of these victims were subjected to crimes of a violent' nature, whilst over one third (35%)
were victims of Criminal Damage (Fig. 1).
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outh Tyneside during 2008/09:

43% of victims of crime were aged 30-49 years, this compares to just 28% of the total residential population
of South Tyneside.

12% of victims of crime were aged over 60 years old, compared to 23% of the residential population.

39% of victims of Violence Against the Person crimes were aged 10-24, this compares to 19% of the total
residential population.

Over half (52%) of victims of Sexual Offences were aged under 18, despite this age group making up only
21% of the residential population of South Tyneside.

Almost half (48%) of Robbery victims are aged 10-24 despite this age group making up only 19% of the
residential population of South Tyneside.

More than two fifths (43%) of victims of Burglary Dwelling were aged between 30 and 49 years, compared
to just over one quarter (28%) of the residential population.

The Tyneside Rape Crisis Centre (TRCC)* provides information, support and counselling for women in
Gateshead, Newcastle, North and South Tyneside who have been raped or sexually abused. During 2008/09, the
TRCC received 287 initial enquiries. 31% of these calls related to adult survivors of childhood sexual abuse
and 30% to adult sexual abuse or rape. The centre offers support rather than encouraging victims to report the
crimes, though they help women if they decide to do that.

In 2008/09 there were 1,771 business victims of crime in South Tyneside, where the business ‘home’ address
was given as being in South Tyneside. The crime will have been committed within Tyne & Wear, although not
necessarily within South Tyneside. The number of business victims with a *home’ address within South
Tyneside is much lower than the number of victims of crimes committed in South Tyneside, as many
organisations record their “home’ address as a headquarters office located outside of South Tyneside. This also
explains the reduction in the number of Police / Regina victims, as in the majority of cases Northumbria Police
Headquarters in Ponteland, Northumberland, outside of South Tyneside, is recorded as the victims *home
address’.
