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In Tyne & Wear in December 2007 the main features were:

e 21,219 people, 4.4% of the labour force, claimed unemployment benefits (Table 2).
e  Claimant unemployment count statistics for current (2004) wards are provided in Appendix 1.

e In the month to December, the unadjusted claimant count rose in Tyne & Wear (256, +1.2%), regionally by
2.0%, and in the UK by 0.6%. (Table 2). The claimant count rose in three of the five districts of Tyne & Wear.
The fastest rise was in South Tyneside (223, 5.9%), with the slowest in Gateshead (30, 1.0%). The claimant count fell
in Newcastle (-5, -0.1%) and Sunderland (-59, -1.1%).

¢ The claimant count, compared to a year ago, is lower locally, regionally and in the UK. Compared to a year ago,
the claimant count is -9.4% (-2,208) lower in Tyne & Wear, -8.9% lower in the North East and -14.4% lower in the
UK. At Tyne & Wear district level, the claimant count is lower in all five districts. The fastest fall was in North
Tyneside (-453, -12.2%) and the slowest in Sunderland (-420, -7.1%) (Table 2).

. The North East seasonally adjusted claimant count fell to 47,500 in December, down 4,300 over the year (Table
1). The North East has the highest regional rate in the UK (3.8%). The South West has the lowest regional rate
(1.4%). The claimant count rate remained stable in all Government Office Regions in the month to December. (All
seasonally adjusted).

e The UK seasonally adjusted claimant count fell during December. The number of people out of work and
claiming benefit fell by -6,400 (-0.8%). Compared to a year ago, the UK seasonally adjusted claimant count is
-131,400 lower (down -14.0%). The UK seasonally adjusted claimant count rate is 2.5% (Table 1). Note: seasonally
adjusted claimant count data in this broadsheet are provisional and are revised by ONS the following month.

Labour Force Survey (LFS) Estimates

Labour Force Survey (LFS) estimates, particularly for the North East and Tyne & Wear, are subject to sampling
variability*. The following therefore gives the probable direction of change. Over the year to November 2007, in the
North East the LFS indicates that “the trend in the employment rate is increasing,” up 0.4pp on the year at 71.5%. “The
trend in the unemployment rate is decreasing,” with the North East rate in the quarter to November 2007 at 5.9%, down
0.7pp on a year earlier.

In the UK the LFS shows an increase in the number of people in employment (up by 175,000 over the quarter to
November) and the employment rate is also increasing (74.7%). The number of workforce jobs in the UK was up in
September 2007 by 287,000 on a year earlier. (The sector with the largest annual increase was in Finance & Business
Services, up by 201,000). The UK unemployment rate in the 3 months to November 2007 was 5.3%, down 0.1 percentage
points from a year earlier. This is not significantly different from a year ago. (*95% of estimates of UK rates will be within
+/-0.2 percentage points of the actual unemployment rate and in the North East 4+/-1.3 percentage points of the actual rate).

12-month averages from the Annual Population Survey (APS) give more robust unemployment rates. In Tyne & Wear
for the 12 months to March 2007, estimated ILO unemployment of 36,600 or 7.4% (unadjusted) (Table 5).

The claimant count, as a ‘proportion’ of the resident population of
working age (PWA is females 16-59, males 16-64), are given in Table 3 and are named ‘claimant count proportions’.
TWRTI’s residence-based rates (which use the economically active as the denominator) are given in Table 2 (overleaf).

The ILO definition of unemployment, refers to people “without a job who were available to start work in the two weeks
following their LFS interview and had looked for work in the four weeks prior to interview (or were waiting to take up
a job they had already obtained)”. This has been the official, government, definition of unemployment since 1998.
